 D.  Scripture:  (Acts 10:9) 
  Peter was on the rooftop fasting and praying for three days and the Lord sent a dream to 
  him that he was to preach to the Gentiles.  Because Peter, the man of God was fasting and 
  praying, God gave birth to his assignment.

  1.  God what do You want me to do? 
  2.  God where do You want me to go?
